1. 
Approval of Minutes – The January 17th, 2006 meeting minutes were unanimously approved by the committee.

Discussion of Piranha – The committee recommended that the Piranha waste be diluted by 10 fold after each use so that it would be safe to transport.  This should be done after each use of the Piranha and new bottles should be used each time. This approach will be explored by EM and Piranha users.

Speakers/Matheson Gas – The Matheson Gas Company has been asked to provide a PowerPoint presentation about gas cylinder safety.  The presentation is tentatively scheduled for mid August. The committee did not want to preview the presentation but suggested phosgene, anhydrous ammonia, and acetylene be among the specialty gases discussed.

Spill in Hospital – The committee discussed a spill that occurred on campus.  The spill occurred when a worker did not follow the proper handling procedures.  A clean-up team was called in and the floors will be sealed.  
5 Accidents Reports from July 05 to Present -- Eight accidents associated with chemicals were discussed by the committee.  Most of the accidents were minor from cuts from cleaning glassware to minor chemical burns.  The cause of one accident was listed as mouth pippetting.  Upon further inquiry it was discovered that the incident had been handled by HR and the employee’s claim of mouth pippetting was recanted. 
6. New Faculty Training – The Committee requested that OHS develop lab safety information that is tailored to the faculty.   Ideas include a new online training session for faculty, quarterly articles for the website, and a website page requesting a consultation with us.
